DESCRIPTION: The following position is offered as a field placement through the Region IV Public Health Training Center (http://www.sph.emory.edu/r4phtc).

NOTE: Prefer Summer practice scholar to work remotely and will assess a workspace at the dept if that is needed. The position duties may be conducted remotely with the possibility of hybrid in-person work, as safety allows. 

The Southwest Georgia Area Health Education Center (SOWEGA-AHEC) is a community-driven 501c3 not-for-profit whose goal is to improve access to healthcare by improving the number and distribution of healthcare providers in 38 counties in southwest Georgia. SOWEGAAHEC’s mission is accomplished through services that connect students to health careers, health professionals to communities, and communities to better health. 
POSITION DESCRIPTION: The summer intern will work primarily on two projects: Georgia Farmworker Health Projects, primarily in Ellenton, Georgia & 2021 Pathway to Med School Program. The Ellenton Farmworker Project is an interdisciplinary two-week program in which healthcare students (including nursing, nurse practitioner, physical therapy, and dental hygienist students) offer free health services to migrant farmworkers and their families. The Pathway to Med School Program is a four- week structured residential program to strengthen pre-med rural students as medical school applicants. During the program, students complete community-based research and clinical shadowing.
PREFERRED QUALIFICATIONS: Excellent writing and analytical skills; Prior community/clinical research experience and clinical knowledge; MD/MPH Candidate (not necessary but a plus); Research process experience (data collection, interpretation, and coding); Create surveys (not necessary but a plus)

5. Revise data collection instruments as needed

7. Complete ½-1-page personal reflection including lessons learned, program’s areas of improvement, and professional impact of working with Pathway to Med School Program.

Only masters or doctoral level public health graduate students will be considered. Students must complete the program prior to graduation. Past recipients of the Pathways to Practice Award are not eligible to apply again.

In your resume, include the name of your degree program, department, year of study (e.g. 1st year MPH student), and expected graduation date. Please also send your unofficial transcripts.
